New Feature on Phone App Helps with Shopping

A new feature on Google Lookout — a free app for iPhone and Android phone
users, says aloud the food item a person is holding. The app’s database of
about two million products works better on labeled items than on
produce.

The app helps people with vision problems identify objects and texts
around them. It uses feedback from visually impaired users to make
improvements.
